Intro to Technology, Problems in Technology, and Engineering Technology

Design and Engineering Portfolio
This is your final exam!!

Your assignment is to create a personal portfolio. The goal of this portfolio is to be an aid in your continuing educational and professional career. The object is to show a body of your work, specifically in the area of technology, design, and engineering. It will include samples of your work that demonstrates your design, engineering, problem-solving, and team work skills.

This portfolio is your final exam, therefore it is important that you follow the instructions closely and develop your portfolio throughout the course.

The portfolio will be due toward the end of the semester; I will provide you with the exact date later in the year. I will however expect to view your progress several times throughout the semester.

The following elements will be in your portfolio, each of the elements should be discussed in detail. The length of each discussion should be approximately one paragraph in length:

Title Paragraph, this should be an explanation of the project.  The reader should understand what the project is about, a general description of what you did, and how this applies to the study of technology. This section should contain a picture(s) of your project.

Technological Concepts, in this paragraph you should talk about the technological concepts associated with this project. Often the research pages of the design brief will contain much of this information.

Learning Goals, here you will want to discuss what our goal is for this project. You can look at the research pages of your design brief and determine areas you hope to gain a greater understanding through the design and construction of your project.

Description of your project, here you want to reflect on YOUR project describe it, talk about any unique features and add photos (different from the ones above).

Positive feedback, think about what went well with your project. What were the design, construction, and testing elements that stood out about your project?

Redesign paragraph, in other words if you were to do this project over again, what would you do differently? How would you change it, how would you make the process better?

Technological resources, how did the resources of technology apply to your project? This should not be just a list of the resources you used, but should be how the design and construction of your project was affected by the use of technological resources.

Biggest Challenge, what was your biggest challenge during this project and how did you over come that challenge?

What you learned from this project, this is important, after all the goal of this course is to learn from these design and building projects. Through your research, design, construction, testing, and feedback you should be able to share what you learned from the process.

The final summary (final post) is only done once at the end of the write-ups for this course. You should write several paragraphs discussing your experiences in this class. Include the new concepts you learned, how you better understand the study of technology, and how this material may help you in the future.
